Bugfixes

® VolIP - No voice transmission
When used in a team an analog or an ISDN telephone, an incoming call signalized correctly, but on
accepting the call the voice transmission brakes.
® VolIP - Account not usable
When using VolIP clients (eg. A smartphone with VolP client or a VoIP phone) the VolP account
could be unusable due to a NAT-conflict .
® VolP - providers problems
Specific provider profiles were not displayed correctly or could not be edited or deleted.
® QoS - No classification of high-PRIORITY-packets
The internal classification of high-priority packets has been disturbed by an active firewall.
® QoS - Configuration incorrect
When using the wizard the QoS configuration was incorrect.
® SIP - Disconnected
It may happen that a connection is terminated by call forwarding.
® SIP - Wrong format
Under special conditions, it may happen that an incorrect phone number format has been used.
